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The rabbis didn’t agree on their interpretation of the divorce law  
(Deut. 24:1-4), one school being lenient and the other strict. When you 
live “by permission,” you are tempted to follow those who tell you 
what you want to hear. In reference to divorce our Lord led the 
Pharisees back to God’s original plan and interpreted it for them.
