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Because they forgot His resurrection promises, the women were in sorrow and worrying about the future; “Who will roll away the stone?” When they learned that Jesus was alive, their first response was fear and not faith; but then they became the first heralds of the Resurrection. In the account of that first morning after Jesus rose from the grave, we discover three “empty promises.”
