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Of the early church, it was said, “Behold how they love one another!”
Today, people might say, “Behold how they compete with one
another!” Why is it sometimes so difficult for God’s people to get
along? James begins to answer this by talking about selfishness. The
wars among us are caused by the wars within us. We want to please
ourselves, even if it hurts somebody else. If we are not careful, even
our prayers can become selfish.
