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James brings this very practical letter to a close with a plea for a faith that works and manifests itself in prayer. There is no need that prayer cannot meet and no problem that prayer cannot solve. In our text today, James gives helpful insights about how to improve our prayer life.

1. Pray during life’s different experiences (vv. 13-15). 
2. Pray for the purpose of helping other people (v. 16a, b).



3. Pray with a desire to do God’s will (v. 16c).
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4. Pray with an explicitness and with expectancy (vv. 17-18).
