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Doctor Luke wrote with the Greeks in mind and presented Jesus Christ as the perfect son of man, the compassionate Savior. He mentions women, children, and the poor often in his gospel; and joy and rejoicing are repeated many times. There is also an emphasis on prayer and on God’s love for the whole world.
