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This chapter, like several other chapters in the book of Daniel, shows us how history evolves into prophecy along God’s linear line of sequential events in His world. Thirty-five verses tell us about ancient empires and their perpetual wars, and ten verses catapult us into the future to show how cruelty and destruction continue right up to the coming of Christ.
